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           Addie has provided the most recent update to her Welcome Letter:  

WELCOME to the SMITHSON FAMILY ASSOCIATION é a loosely knit group of researchers of SMITHSON family   
history. Some years ago, my research on my maiden name was going nowhere é so I decided to begin a newsletter 
and send it to anyone who was willing to exchange information with me.  That was in 1988 and I have since published 24 
issues (as of Jan. 2006) of the SMITHSON FAMILY EXCHANGE NEWSLETTER. My goal has been to help others in 
their search, as well as, find more information about my own family ties.  
  
In the process I have amassed a lot of  SMITHSON data and over 500+ correspondents. I have entered a bunch of the 
information into a computer database é. which now contains over 56,000 individuals and growing all the time.  I        
concentrate mostly on SMITHSONs in North America and have quite a lot of material on some lines and very little on 
other lines.  My database is dependent on information that is shared with me and I, in turn, can share with others.  I try to 
act as a clearing house for SMITHSON information and that is why I used the word EXCHANGE in the title of the       
NEWSLETTER. 
  
Thanks to Mark Smithson ( msmithso@tampbay.rr.com ) of Clearwater, Florida, our first electronic newsletter (#25) went 
to about half of the mailing list of correspondents (275) who also had a valid email access.  Our hope is that you will 
share some of the information and stories that you have gathered in your search for SMITHSON connections with Mark 
and me for future editions of the SMITHSON FAMILY EXCHANGE NEWSLETTER.  Let Mark know that you would like 
to receive copies  ( msmithso@tampbay.rr.com ) and he can add you to the contact list.  
We had a SMITHSON website here in the US for a number of years and it disappeared a second time. Thanks to Mark, 
our website is again back up and operating.   Go to: http://www/smithsonfamilyexchange.org  and sign in. Mark has now 
taken on that responsibility, as well, and has scanned all the NEWSLETTERS and made them available either on the 
website or  by request.

Scan an early photo and include some identification of who, 
what, where and when it was taken. We might even consider those that are probably SMITHSONs but                         
unidentified. Consider people, home places and tombstones for the Photo Gallery.  
  
One of those SMITHSON websites has been created by Steve Smithson of Lancashire, ENGLAND. With help from    
others, he has been putting some of the ENGLISH families together and has added lists of Smithson place names and a 
scanned copy of the SMITHSON MEMOIRS by George Smithson published in 1906 in London. Drop in to his site to read 
about Harriet Smithson, wife of Hector Berlioz and view many photographs of SMITHSONs in the UK and US.   If you 
are online, click on: Smithson.org.uk  Home Page  or put: http://www.smithson.org.uk/   in your web browser .
