SOME BITS ABOUT SMITHSONS

FAMILIES CREMATED -- Fourteen People Burned to Death While Sleeping.
(Associated Press Report.) Mobile, (Alabama) Oct. 26. 1899 -- News was
received today that fourteen people had been burned to death at Faires, Baldwin
Co., about thirty miles northeast of Mobile. The information was brought to the
city by Capt. Joseph E. Gordan, who resides in that locality. Some time during
Monday night last fire destroyed the dwelling of Harry GOODLOW and Samuel
SMITHSON, cremating all occupants of both houses. The Goodlow family
consisted of father, mother and six children.

There were six persons residing in the Smithson home, the husband, wife, three
children, and a sister of Mr. Smithson. The fire is believed to have been of
accidental origin. The pine trees surrounding the house caught fire from the
flames, and prevented any assistance reaching the persons in the house. The
bodies were found in the rooms where the different members of the families had
been accustomed to sleep, death having come while they were sleeping. They
formed a part of a colony of emigrants who had settled in this region. These two
families had come from lowa.

Sometimes, when Michael Smithson shows up to lead a nature walk in the Alpine tundra, he knows his audience
is watching him more closely than they might watch another National Park Service naturalist. "l see a lot of hidden
surprised faces," he says with a grin. "Oh, | guess they're not so hidden. And no one ever says anything." Then,
he adds delightedly, the visitors "find they have a hard time keeping up with me. It's not long before they forget that
I'm in a wheelchair."

And so he is. It's a lightweight, sports-style wheelchair, the sort that wheelchair athletes use for basketball and
tennis. It's the only one Smithson uses. When he guides tourists by the fragile tundra plants, he says, "l just roll
around the flowers." "Sometimes people will say, 'You ought to have a motor.' " Holding up his hands and grinning
again, Smithson says, "l tell them | have two motors, and | need the exercise."

SMITHSON'S DUTIES as naturalist for Rocky Mountain National Park's north district include many nature walks
and responsibility for all the park's official photography. He has worked his way up from supervising the park's dis-
patch center over nine years and five different jobs.

This year, the 33-year-old naturalist was named the Interior Department's Handicapped Employee of the Year
and was the regional winner of a competition that recognizes the best among the Park Service's interpreters - those
who help the public get the most from their national lands.

It's a long way from the day in 1975 when he took an 80-foot fall out of a tree at Nisqually-Delta National Wildlife
Refuge in Washington state. A recent wildlife biology graduate on assignment to study birds of prey, Smithson
thought he'd have to start all over again finding a way to earn a living. "After | fell, | didn't-think anyone would hire
me to do active research in the field," he says.

Smithson went into training for museum work at the University of Colorado. En route to his second year of
classes at the university, he and a friend were driving through Rocky Mountain National Park when a motorcyclist
crossed the center line. The cyclist died in the accident, but Smithson and his friend were only badly shaken. A
park ranger took them home for lunch, then helped them find a room for the night. "We started talking, and he
knew my professor at CU. | told him my background, and he asked if | had ever considered the Park Service. - "Six
months later, he called and said there was an opening."

Occasionally, children will ask Smithson why he's in the wheelchair. He tells them. Less often, park visitors walk
over and start pushing the chair, trying to be helpful. "People from foreign countries like to help the most," he says.
He tries not to embarrass anyone when he asks them to stop.

Mostly, though, the Park Service uniform of gray shirt and green pants makes the difference in how people treat
him, he thinks. "They see that more than the wheelchair."

Smithson is married to a woman he's known since college. They have an adopted daughter and hope to adopt a
son, too. He misses being able to "just get up and walk somewhere," but the injury has made little difference in his
love of the outdoors. "Before | fell, | was a rock climber. There's very little besides that that | don't do now."

The tundra areas that are part of Smithson's territory lure visitors to an altitude of 12,000 feet. Each summer sea-
son, a number of visitors suffer altitude sickness or chest pains that require oxygen. If Smithson finds himself at the
scene, he lifts himself from his chair and goes to work. He has hiked the park's trails, using crutches and leg
braces. He rides horseback to see areas that would be off-limits in his chair.

A FOCAL POINT of "Rocky," as this park is known, is Longs Peak, the highest point along Colorado's Front
Range. It's a challenge that annually lures thousands of would-be adventurers - and many don't make it to the

14,255-foot summit. In September, Smithson made it all the way up the north face of Longs Peak, a project he'd
daydreamed about for years.

He used a horse to reach the boulder field at the 13,000-foot level, then pulled himself up the rest of the way while
sitting in a glass fiber shell - a "scooter," he calls it.

Smithson planned the late season expedition specifically to avoid lightning storms, but still ran into snow and ice
along the way. It was an outing with two friends, like so many others undertaken this season, but it took Smithson
27 hours to go up and nine hours to come down.

Smithson doesn't mind talking about his disability. He will tell you he prefers "disabled" to "handicapped.” But he
always cautions people not to generalize about others in wheelchairs because of what they see him do. "There are
all kinds of reasons - injuries - that can put you here," he explains. "l broke a vertebrae low in my back, and | have a
lot of movement left. "Every case is different."

Thanks so much for passing on the information about the Dedication of Drummond Smithson's marker, to Christo-
pher Smithson, who passed it to me. Several others also worked very closely with the Drummond Smithson's
descendants that felt the need to remark his grave. James Johnson of Dunkirk, Indiana spearheaded the fund-
raising move and purchase, Mark Smithson of Selma, Indiana and Henry Conwell of Indiana were key in getting
the marker arranged for and placed at the grave. All are descendants of Drummond or married to one.

| maintain a database of Drummond SMITHSON's descendants and relationships and am involved in the publica-
tion of the SMITHSON FAMILY EXCHANGE NEWSLETTER and the SMITHSON website. | am always inter-
ested in locating more detailed data about this family and would love to be in touch with more of his descendants,
as you mentioned. His parent's have been found, we hope, and some of that information will be appearing in a
book by Rulon N. SMITHSON.

Here, in digest format, is a bit about Drummond SMITHSON: | can provide the source data, if needed.

Drummond Smithson was age 85 in the 1840 census, thus projecting a birth year of 1753/54. He married Mary or
"Polly" Parrott about 1775/76. In 1779, he buys land on Horsepen Creek in Fluvanna County, Virginia from Giles
Allegre. The deed is dated July 12th 1779 and is recorded in Book 1, pg. 222 of Fluvanna County, Virginia deed
records. Christopher Norton and John Glaspy are witnesses.

The printed 1790 "Census" of Virginia is actually a tax list of about 1782 + and shows Drummond SMITHSON
with 6 whites and 1 black in his household in Fluvanna County. If Drummond was born in Fluvanna in 1754 and
is still there in 1782 -- it is likely that all of his children born by 1782 are also born in Fluvanna County. He moved
to Campbell County before 1800 and is paying taxes there, so he has probably settled there by 1784, when he
sells land in Fluvanna County to Robert Pace. A son born in 1789 and named "Campbell" may commemorate
that milestone in Drummond's life.

In 1810 Drummond is living in Campbell Co., Virginia and no slaves are listed in his household. It is probable that
he is Quaker in belief or at least affiliated with Quaker families who are wrestling with the slavery question. Many
families are beginning to migrate out of the Virginia area to newly opened Kentucky, Indiana and Ohio

lands where slavery is not an acceptable part of their religious philosophy or economy. By 1820, Drummond and
all of his known living children have left Virginia -- most of them to resettle in Highland Co., Ohio in Fairfield town-
ship. Drummond and Mary had begun to live with their son Ira by 1817, turning over the farming equipment and

operations to Ira in exchange for life maintenance.

Drummond is shown as a head of the household in 1820 and 1830 in Ohio and in 1840 in Indiana, so has probably
retained some land ownership for the time being. Drummond and Mary's son, George Wesley Smithson and his
family, have left Ohio and moved to Stony Creek twp. in Randolph Co., Indiana in 1826 and Ira and his family and
Drummond and Polly follow in 1838.

Drummond Smithson, native of Virginia, is said to have served in the Revolutionary War, possibly from Fluvanna
County, though a record of his service has not been found. He was listed as Drummond Smithson "does not draw
pension yet" in the 1840 census of pensioners, age 85, where he is living with his son, Ira in Stony Creek,
Randolph Co. Indiana.

His death occurred in 1843, not in 1844 as inscribed on the old (and now the new marker)! According to the
"WESTERN CHRISTIAN ADVOCATE" of issue 10-196-4; dated 22 March 1844, Drummond Smithson died on the
31st of December 1843 to wit:

Departed this life, December 31, 1843, in the 90th year of his age, Drummond Smithson. He was a native of Vir-
ginia: and after some time he immigrated to the west; and in the state of Indiana, Randolph county, near Windsor,
he ended his earthly career. He was in the Revolutionary war, and fought for the liberty we now enjoy. Soon after
the war was over, he embraced religion, and joined the Methodist Episcopal Church, in which he lived an accept-
able member until he joined the Church triumphant. He was a man of deep piety, and delighted much in attending
the house of the Lord. There was not any place on earth so sweet to him as the class-room. He there appeared to
be at home. So ardent was his zeal for the house of the Lord, that when he was compelled to lean on his staff, his
seat was scarcely ever vacant. And even when he could no longer go, he desired that meeting should be held in
his house. Accordingly, about one week before his death | tried to preach in his house. At that time he was much
afflicted; but he bore all with Christian fortitude, and expressed fears lest he should be found impatient and
murmuring at the will of God. He still trusted, however, in that Being who had given him grace to live religiously for
sixty-five years; and he found him sufficient to keep him until death. The last of his life was peace. Although he be
dead, he yet speaketh. He has left the companion of his youth, with eight children, and a considerable train of con-
nections, to mourn their loss; but their loss is his gain. His funeral was preached on the 15th of February, attended
by a large concourse of people. Arthur Badley [author of obituary].

Drummond and Mary "Polly" are known to have been the parents of at least 11 children and possibly more. At
Drummond's death, only eight survived. John Morris (the oldest) died in Scott Co., lllinois in 1837; Samuel (next
oldest) died in 1831 in Highland Co., Ohio and Tyre (4th child) died in 1825 probably in Brown Co., Ohio.

Also please note that "Stony Creek twp." is spelled without the "e" in Stony.

Lake Elsinore resident and nurse Charlie Smithson recently received the John L. Treadway Loving Care Award from the
Visiting Nurses Association of the Inland Counties at a ceremony at the Riverside Convention Center. The award was
given for her extraordinary love and compassion, according to a statement from the VNA. Smithson has worked four
years as a nurse in the neonatal intensive care unit at Loma Linda University Medical Center in Loma Linda.

One of her patients was a boy named Christian who was given up by his birth mother as a "safe surrender baby," the state-
ment said. Safe surrender means that mothers can take their babies to a hospital, or fire or police station with no questions
asked.

The baby was born with anencephaly, a birth defect where a newborn's brain is incomplete. Most babies with that type of de-
fect are not expected to live, Smithson said.

Smithson, her husband George, daughter Katie and mother Joan Lull made a mutual decision that they would like to provide
Christian with a home, love, nurturing and comfort for his short time here on earth.

Smithson took a month off of work because the baby was in need of intensive care the first few weeks of life.
The entire family helped with the care of the baby.
They took shifts walking, rocking and soothing Christian, Smithson said.

"My daughter came up with a technique that Christian responded to called the "grumpy baby dance" which meant bouncing
and cuddling," Smithson said.

After Smithson returned to work, her family took turns caring for the baby.
"The doctors were amazed that we were able to do so much for him," Smithson said.
One day shy of making it to five months old, Christian died.

"He was such a wonderful giving little boy and | have so much pride in my family for helping me care for the little angel that
came into my life," Smithson said.

The Visiting Nurses Association, with an office in Murrieta, is a nonprofit charitable organization that provides home health and
hospice services.
